Luke 2:52 states that Jesus ògrew in wisdom and stature, 

and in favor with God and men.ó  This guides our school to train the 

whole child by addressing the intellectual, physical, spiritual, and 

social qualities of a  person.  Park Christian School is committed to 

providing a high quality program of academics, co -curricular, and 

extra -curricular opportunities to prepare our students for the future.  

The educational process challenges students to excel in every facet 

of  learning and hold them accountable for their efforts.  All honest 

work, faithfully and well done, brings honor to God.  

 

The curriculum at Park Christian School is Christ -centered and rooted 

in Scripture.  Since the Word of God is truth and the key to all 

learning, a thorough knowledge of the Bible enables students to 

analyze all subject material from a biblical perspective.  When 

biblical truth is studied and internalized, students interpret life 

according to Godõs principals.   

 

The curriculum is designed  to reinforce the biblical values and morals 

taught in the Christian home and church.  Park Christian School 

embraces the Bibleõs teaching that God has given the family the 

responsibility of educating or training their children.  This partnership 

shared be tween parents and teachers is an essential component of 

the childõs education. 

 

Christian education takes place when teachers and staff have 

experienced salvation and are personally committed to the Lord 

Jesus Christ.  Therefore, born again teachers, striv ing to fulfill their call 

of God, accept the responsibility of helping young people develop 

both a strong academic foundation and a biblical worldview.  The 

latter requires a two -fold approach: to evangelize and to nurture.

To assure that Park Christian School achieves and maintains the purpose of this Handbook and to assu re the 

organizationõs continued ability to meet its needs and those of its constituents under changing conditions, 

Park Christian School reserves the right to modify, augment, suspend, or revoke any and all policies, 

procedures, practices, and statements c ontained in this handbook at any time.  Any changes made during 

the school year will be published in the newsletter and/or website.  

 

AACCCCRREEDDIITTAATTIIOONN    
Park Christian School is accredited through the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI).  PCS 

meets all standards prescribed by the Minnesota Department of Education, Association of Christian Schools 

International (ACSI)  and AdvancED . 

 

HHOOMMEEWWOORRKK  TTIIPPSS  
1. Set aside a specific time to do assignments.  

2. Choose a quiet, private place free from excessive noise , interruptions, and other distractions.  

3. The study area should be well lighted and well equipped with pencils, pens, paper, ruler, dictionary, 

etc.  

4. Organize.  Successful study depends on an efficient use of time, which requires organization.  Use a 

student  assignment book to help organize your work.  

5. Student assignment books are designed to help students develop organizational skills.  An organized 

student will do better in school.  It is important to use this book daily ñcarry an assignment book to all 

classes. 

6. Carefully check the completed assignments.  

 

SSTTUUDDEENNTT  EEXXPPEECCTTAATTIIOONNSS  
1. Come to class prepared.  Students who need to go to their lockers or forget work at home can slow 

down the entire class.  It is important for students to have their books, pens and pencil s, homework, 

and other materials with them when they come to class.  

2. Be on time.  Out of respect for your teachers and other students, arrive for class on time.  Teachers 

lose valuable teaching time if students come to class five or ten minutes after the be ll has rung.  

Promptness is important.  

3. Try.  Students should make an effort to do every assignment to the best of their ability.  However, 

effort and results are not always equal.  

4. Show respect for others.  Respect others in authority and respect your peers . 

5. Listen to the teacher.  Listening is an important part of learning.  
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AACCAADDEEMMIICCSS  
AACCAADDEEMMIICC  DDEETTEENNTTIIOONN  
Teachers may use academic detention whenever there are assignments that have not been completed 

(either when the student was present at school or the studen tõs makeup work was not completed within the 

two (2) day time limit for each absent day).  Academic detentions are not punishment.  Rather, they are 

used as a tool to encourage responsibility on the studentõs part.  A one-day notice will be given to parent s 

regarding academic detention.  Detention will be held Tuesdays and Thursdays 3:35 -4:05 for Elementary and 

3:40-4:30 for Jr/Sr High.  

 

Assignments are not optional!  They must be completed, whether on time or late.  All assigned detentions 

will be served.   

 

AACCAADDEEMMIICC  PPRROOBBAATTIIOONN  
All Park Christian students are expected to maintain a 2.0 cumulative grade point average (GPA) .  If a 

student falls below this standard, a parent meeting will take place identifying areas of needed academic 

improvement, increased stu dy skills, increased student effort, recommendation of testing through area 

professionals and the public school system and/or academic probation.  A minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 

is a requirement for graduation from Park Christian High School.  

 

If a studen t in grade 7 -11 fails a semester class, they will be required by Park Christian School to repeat this 

class for a passing grade  (at the familyõs expense).  Various options will be recommended by the PCS 

Administration , with parents discerning the avenue th ey choose to best meet their studentõs needs and PCS 

requirements.  

 

All new students will serve a nine -week probationary period.  Within this timeframe, periodic assessments of 

the studentõs progress will be noted and communicated to the parent(s)/guardian(s).  If needed, an 

additional nine -week probationary time period may be added to allow for sufficient student evaluation.  

We will be concerned with progress in every area of the studentõs being.  Progress will be measured case-

by -case and with input from  the teacher(s), staff, administration, and the family.  Students and families are 

requested to read and agree to the behavior expectations that are listed within this Handbook.   

 

Tuition will be paid monthly as usual with no refunds of registration or bo ok and supply fees.  If the Board 

and Administration terminate the studentõs enrollment, tuition will be retained through the end of the month 

of the termination.

Memorization of and meditation of Bible passages not only trains the mind, but it fills oneõs being with the 

Living Word, which is as powerful as a two -edged sword.  Students will be required to memorize Scripture on 

a regular basis.  The particular selections follow curriculum outlines.

At Park Christian School, students will use the New International Version.  

  

CCHHEEAATTIINNGG  //   PPLLAAGGIIAARRIISSMM  
Students are expected to condu ct themselves honestly and with integrity in their work.  All forms of cheating 

and plagiarism are prohibited.  Behavior that is unacceptable includes, but not limited to:  

¶ Using a cell phone in any way during a test;  

¶ Copying another studentõs homework; 

¶ Working with others on projects that are meant to be done individually;  

¶ Looking at or copying another studentõs test or quiz answers; 

¶ Allowing another student to look at or copy answers from your test or quiz;  

¶ Using any other method to get/give test or quiz a nswers; 

¶ Taking a test or quiz in part or in whole to use or to give to others;  

¶ Copying  information from a source with out proper attribution; and  

¶ Taking papers from other students, publications, or from the Internet.  

Violators of this policy will be discip lined on a case -by -case basis depending on the seriousness of the 

violation, prior violations, and other factors.  Disciplinary measures include, but are not limited to, redoing 

assignment/retaking test, receiving a failing grade on the project/test, recei ving a lower overall grade in 

the class, detention, suspension, or expulsion.

The primary purpose of the campus computer network is educational.  The network serves as a resource for 

enriching tea ching and learning objectives at Park Christian School.  Approved uses of the computer 

network are intended to enhance the established curriculum.  Users are responsible for ensuring that their 

activities conform to Parkõs standards as an institution of Christian education, in obedience to Biblical 

commands and values.  The network is not for any private, commercial or business, or political use.  

 

Each year, each student and parent must sign the Acceptable Use Policy Form before the student will be 

able to use computers at PCS.  

 

CCRREEDDIITTSS  AACCCCEEPPTTEEDD  OOUUTTSSIIDDEE  OOFF  TTHHEE  PPCCSS  EENNVVIIRROONNMMEENNTT  
When Park Christian School finds it impossible or impractical to offer a course(s) desired by a student, the 

school principal may permit the student to take such a course(s) from an ins titution that has been 

accredited .  Credits earned from outside PCS may be used toward meeting high school graduation 

requirements providing the school principal has approved the course(s), in advance.  Correspondence 

courses do not count towards eligibili ty requirements for participation in co -curricular activities.  

 

Students may retake any course(s) for the purpose of improving their grade(s) or to enhance their 

knowledge in the subject(s).  If the retake course grade is higher or the same as the original  grade, the 

retake course grade becomes the course grade of record on the studentõs transcript.  The replacement 

course(s) will be noted as a replacement course on the transcript.  If the retaken course grade is lower than 

the original course grade, the or iginal course remains as the course grade of record on the transcript and 

the retake course is deleted from the transcript.  Thus, the studentõs GPA reflects only the highest grade 

earned.  This policy also applies to transfer students who retake a course at PCS to replace a course taken 

elsewhere.  

 

CCUURRRRIICCUULLUUMM  
PCS meets all standards prescribed by the Minnesota Department of Education, Association of Christian 

Schools International (ACSI).  PCS offers those subjects commonly taught at the kindergarten, elem entary, 
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junior high  and senior high levels.  Approved methods, modern textbooks, and teaching aids are used in all 

subjects.  Bible classes and/or Bible Memorization are required for all Pre -K, K, and full time students enrolled 

at Park Christian School.   

 

At Park Christian School the term òcurriculumó includes more than a course textbook.  It also includes the 

classroom teacher, outside resources, supplemental materials, and other inputs that make up the course 

being taught.  The PCS curriculum gives evid ence that a biblical worldview is integrated and implemented 

into the instructional program and practices.  Another curriculum objective is to prepare students for their 

net level of education.  Our instructional program emanates from a curriculum guide th at is based on 

biblical truth and sound educational practices for each grade division, for each program that the school 

offers, and at every grade level.  

 

Our curriculum and instructional program are formally evaluated on a systematic basis with the use of  three 

evaluation committees.  The selection of a curriculum textbook and publisher includes several hundred 

hours of committee evaluations.  Park Christian School chooses textbook curriculum series that most closely 

meets the committeesõ evaluation criteria.  As a result, our textbooks are chosen from both Christian and 

secular publishers.  

 

DDRROOPP// AADDDD  AA  CCOOUURRSSEE    
Junior/Senior High  
A junior or senior high student may drop/add a class from their course load within the first five school days 

after the class has started.  A new student also has five days to drop/add a class from the first day he/she 

attends school.  Any student who wishes to drop/add a class must complete a Drop/Add Form, which is 

available in the Guidance office.  After the class has started, t he  teacher of the class being dropped or 

added must sign the form before the change will be granted.  The student and parent/guardian must also 

sign the form before it is brought to the Guidance Counselor.  All schedule changes require parental, 

teacher, and  administrative approval and signatures.  

 

Day five of a quarter/semester is the last day to drop a class without recording a failure.  It must be 

remembered that six and one half credit classes must be maintained each year.  When adding a class, all 

previ ous work must be completed in order to receive a passing grade.  Designated yearly courses are to be 

taken for the entire year and cannot be dropped or added at semester break unless there are extenuating 

circumstances as determined by the administration.  

 

Elementary  
For 5th and 6 th graders interested in choir, a two -week trial period is allowed for students new to Park 

Christian School and for current students who were not in choir the previous year.  Previous choir 

participants must decide the first choir  day if they will participate in choir for the current school year.  All 

fourth grade students will participate in choir, as it is a part of their course schedule.  Designated yearly 

courses are to be taken for the entire year unless there are extenuating circumstances as determined by 

the Administration . 

 

GGRRAADDEESS  
PCS uses the RenWeb School Management Software system.  It is an internet -based system that embraces 

the various needs of administration, staff, teachers, students and parents.  ParentWeb is a priv ate and 

secure website that will allow the parents to see complete information specific to their child, while 

protecting the childõs information from others.  All that is needed is an internet-capable computer to view 

information such as: attendance, daily  grades, progress reports, report cards, transcripts, lesson plans, 

homework, missing assignments, discipline, staff and school directory, teacher email addresses, teacher 

websites, customized web surveys and tests, as well as other useful information.

Additional requirements include:  

1. All PCS students are required to maintain 2.0 cumulative GPA to meet graduation requirements.  

2. PCS will accept up to two  PSEO credits towards graduation requirements.  

3. Students graduating with a 3.65 cumulative GPA will graduate òhonorsó and be awarded a gold 

honor cord to be worn at graduation.  

4. The designation of Valedictorian and Salutatorian will be awarded to students wi th the highest 

cumulative GPAs in the graduating class  at the end of semester one of the senior year .  (A minimum 

of 12 credits need to be earned at PCS.)  

5. Account paid in full, including graduation fees.  

 

LLIIBBRRAARRYY  
The Park Christian School Library/Media Ce nterõs mission is to: 

¶ Equip students to:  

o Locate general and specific information within the Park Christian School Media 

Center and/or in other libraries or information systems.  

o Evaluate information by assessing the quality of the source and weigh it agains t the 

Word of God and their personal values.  

o Demonstrate wisdom by applying information logically, ethically, and altruistically.  

¶ Engage students in the learning process by providing materials that support and expand on 

the total curriculum at Park Christi an School.  

¶ Enrich students by cultivating a love of reading.  

 

Park Christian School will strive to acquire resources for the student body that are consistent with 

the Library/Media Centerõs mission statement. That is; materials that supplement and expand on 

classroom curriculums and materials that encourage recreational reading.  
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A book is evaluated according to library criteria. If it meets a reasonable amount of the criteria, it will be 

included in PCS collection.  The physical condition of the book must  warrant its inclusion.  

 

Gifts are accepted with the understanding that they may be added to the collection, sold, exchanged, 

given away, or discarded, at the discretion of the media specialist with the listed objectives in mind.  Gift 

items added to the collection will be processed in the customary fashion and shelved with purchased 

materials.  We cannot provide an evaluation of gifts for tax purposes.  

 

Although Park Christian School desires to provide a Library full of wonderful and appropriate materials  that 

meet the collection development criteria, it is impossible to read each book that is placed on the shelf.  It is 

understood that if a book is found in the library that does not meet the collection development criteria, the 

Media Specialist will decid e to remove the material or have it reviewed by an objectionable materials 

committee to determine whether or not the material will remain on the Library shelf.  

 

When students check out books they have two weeks to return that/those book/s.  If a student ha s an 

overdue book at the end of each quarter, he/she will be assessed a replacement charge for each book 

that is overdue.  The appropriate amount of money will be added to your monthly tuition statement.  

 

Replacement Charges  
When books are lost or damaged , they must be replaced by the student or by the studentõs parents.  The 

charges assessed will be the retail value of that book plus processing fees.  
 

MMAAKKEE  UUPP  WWOORRKK  
The school and/or teacher(s) will not be responsible for lessons not completed or any of the  work the 

student misses during his/her absence.  

 

Assignments are not optional.  All homework is required to be completed.  For absences due to medical 

reasons, students are required to make up their missed work within a proper time limit (two (2) days fo r every 

day absent).  Extended preplanned absences will require makeup work to be completed voluntarily 

outside of class time in a timely fashion arranged with the individual teachers.  In certain subjects a student 

may complete the work prior to the absen ce upon agreement between teacher/custodial parent/legal 

guardian.  In order to catch students up on missed class work, parents may be asked to hire a tutor.  Failure 

to turn in quality, completed work in a timely fashion may result in a studentõs grade being lowered, which 

may result in grade retention.  

 

Advance Make -Up Work  
In some subjects it is very difficult for teachers to know what material will be covered during a studentõs 

upcoming absence.  It is up to the teacherõs discretion to determine if and what make -up work will be 

assigned before or during an extended absence.  However, if make -up work is assigned before the 

extended absence, it must be completed before the student returns or the student will receive a late grade 

for the work.  If a student  does not get an assignment before he/she leaves on an extended absence, 

parents/students need to contact the teacher upon return and work out a reasonable schedule for work to 

be completed in a timely fashion.  

 

Elementary Students  
If a student is ill and wants to work on makeup assignments before returning to school, please allow the 

classroom teacher at least one full day to gather up the assignments and books.  

 

Jr/Sr High Students  
Students who are absent and want their textbooks prior to returning to s chool must make arrangements 

with parents or a friend to get the needed items from the studentõs locker.  Make up assignments can be 

completed after the student returns to school.  If a student wants to work on make -up  assignments before 

returning to schoo l, arrangements to get the assignments are to be made with the studentõs classmates or 

by accessing RenWeb .  On occasion, the administration may ask the teachers to collect books or materials 

or write out assignments for the absent student.  
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Make -Up Work f or Unexcused Absences  
Unexcused absences will receive no daily credit for work missed.  However, all work must be completed 

and turned in to the teacher.   

 

Any student who returns to school after an absence without proper notification by the parent/guardi an (i.e. 

telephone call or signed note) will receive an unexcused absence.  This unexcused absence can be 

changed to an excused absence upon the receipt of parent notification and the reason for the absence is 

an excused type of absence as noted under òExcused Absencesó. 
 

MMIIDD--QQUUAARRTTEERR  RREEPPOORRTTSS  
If a student is performing at a low C, D, or F levels, doing work below his/her potential, or not turning work in 

on time, a mid -quarter report will be sent home to the parent(s)/guardian(s) to notify them of the situat ion.  

Reports will also be sent home if a child is having difficulty in their work.  Every student should be urged to 

work up to his or her ability and to achieve the potential the Lord has given him or her.  

  

MMUUSSIICC  CCLLAASSSSEESS  
All Park Christian School student s in grades 1 -6 have music twice a week.  Choir is required in the 4 th grade.  

Band and choir are offered as electives to 5 th-12th graders.  Students are required to participate in 

scheduled music programs.  An unexcused absence from a music event will res ult in a lower grade in music, 

choir, and/or band .  Students who are absent for more than half a day (4 periods) of a performance may 

not participate in the music, choir, or band program.  

 

All students participating in the choirs and bands will wear unifor ms at all of their performances (school 

assemblies, field  trips, and evening concerts) as designated by the director.   

  

NNAATTIIOONNAALL  HHOONNOORR  SSOOCCIIEETTYY    
The National Honor Society chapter of Park Christian School is a duly chartered and 

affiliated chapter of this  prestigious national organization. Membership is open to 

those students who meet the required standards in four areas of evaluation: 

scholarship, leadership, service, and character. Standards for selection are 

established by the national office of NHS and  have been revised to meet our local 

chapter needs. Students are selected to be members by a 5 -member Faculty 

Council, appointed by the principal, which bestows this honor upon qualified students 

on behalf of our school each March.  

 

Students in grades 10, 11 or 12 are eligible for membership in the spring. For the 

scholarship criterion, a student must have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better on a 4.0 

scale. Those students who meet this criterion are invited to complete a Student Activity Information Form 

that  provides the Faculty Council with information regarding the candidateõs leadership and service. A 

history of leadership experiences and parti cipation in school or community service is also required. Our 

chapter of the National Honor Society has become a sponsor of the òAdopt A Highwayó program and 

members are required to help with this project each spring and fall.  

 

To evaluate a candidateõs character, the Faculty Council uses two forms on input. First, school disciplinary 

records are reviewed. Second, mem bers of the faculty are solicited for input regarding their professional 

reflections on a candidateõs service activities, character, and leadership. These forms and the Student 

Activity Information Form are carefully reviewed by the Faculty Council to dete rmine membership. A 

majority vote of the Council is necessary for selection. Candidates are notified regarding selection or non -

selection according to a predetermined schedule.  

 

Following notification, a formal induction ceremony is held at the school to r ecognize all newly selected 

members. The National Honor Society ceremony happens in the spring of the year, usually at 7:30 a.m. with 

a parent speaker, selected by the senior class members, and is followed by a short reception. Once 

inducted, new members a re required to maintain the same level of performance (or better) in all four 
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criteria that led to their selection. This obligation includes regular attendance at chapter meetings during 

the school year and participation in the òAdopt A Highwayó chapter service project. In -School or Out -of -

School suspension will lead to dismissal from the National Honor Society.  

 

Students or parents who have questions regarding the selection process or membership obligations can 

contact the chapter adviser, Miss Hoven, at t he school by phone at 236 -0500 or by emailing 

jhoven@parkchristianschool.org.  

 

PPAARREENNTT--TTEEAACCHHEERR  CCOONNFFEERREENNCCEESS  
In order for parents to know their childõs progress first hand, parent-teacher conferences will be held at the 

end of the first quarter and mid -way t hrough the third quarter.  At both times, elementary parents will have 

a time scheduled for them to come and discuss their childõs progress with the classroom teacher.  Jr./Sr. 

High parents will have an opportunity to conference with each teacher during de signated hours.   

 

Parents are urged to call the school at any time throughout the year and schedule a conference before or 

after school to discuss their studentõs work.  The teachers welcome these opportunities. 

  

PPHHYYSSIICCAALL  EEDDUUCCAATTIIOONN  
Physical education clas ses are an important part of the educational program at Park Christian School.  All 

students are expected to participate in P.E. and P.E. events (i.e: track/field days) unless the physical 

education teacher has a written note from home or a doctorõs excuse.   A note from home is good for 

three days only.  After this, a doctorõs excuse is required.  Alternative assignments will be given to students 

who cannot participate in P.E. classes and/or events.  Unexcused absences will result in a lower grade in 

P.E. 

 

Students must wear tennis shoes in P.E. classes when using the gym.  This is a safety precaution.  Tennis shoes 

must be clean.  Students not having tennis shoes will go to gym class, but will not be permitted to take part 

in activities.  The teacher may a ssign alternative gym activities.  Modesty and neatness in apparel worn for 

P.E. is expected in all classes.  

 

PPOOSSTT  SSEECCOONNDDAARRYY  EENNRROOLLLLMMEENNTT  OOPPTTIIOONN  ((PPSSEEOO))  
PCS will provide support for PSEO students coordinated through the guidance staff. However, parents and 

the student are responsible for needed equipment, books, admissions, transportation, etc. Before you enroll 

in PSEO, please meet with the guidance staff to get required forms and see if guidelines are met.  

Guidelines: Each college has their own set of guide lines which take precedent over PCSõs guidelines.  

¶ PSEO classes are available to MN residents free of charge and to ND residents for a minimal fee.  

¶ Juniors must have at least a 3.0 GPA. Seniors must have at least a 2.67 GPA.  

¶ Students may only enroll in c lasses not currently offered at PCS.  

¶ PCS will accept up to 4 elective credits toward high school graduation requirements.  

¶ Students must enroll full time at PCS and pay full tuition each year regardless of how many credits 

are taken through PSEO. A studen t needs 6.5 credits a year to be considered full time and eligible to 

participate in sports, graduation, Jr/Sr banquet, etc.  

¶ Grades become a part of a studentõs permanent transcript and will be used to determine GPA and 

honor roll. Normally a 3 -4 college credit course for a semester will be the equivalent of one high 

school credit, and a 1 -2 college credit course will be equivalent to one -half high school credit.  

More specific information about PSEO opportunities is available in the guidance office.  

 

RREEPPOORRTT  CCAARRDDSS        
The purpose of our report card is to give parents and the student an indication of the studentõs progress. 

When report cards are sent home for students in grades 1 -3, they should be signed and returned to school 

the next day .  The original is kept in the teacherõs classroom until the 4th quarter.   In 4 th-12th grades, report 

cards do not have to be returned.  A $2.00 fee is charged for replacement of a lost report card.  
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SSTTAANNDDAARRDDIIZZEEDD  TTEESSTTSS  
Park Christian School tests students in grades 1 -9 annu ally . Parents receive one copy of the tests results.  

One copy is placed in the studentõs permanent file.  

 

Sophomores take the PLAN test. Juniors take the PSAT and the ASVAB tests.  Juniors and Seniors are 

encouraged to take the ACT test. Testing is coord inated through the Guidance Counselorõs office. 

 

SSTTUUDDYY  HHAALLLL  GGUUIIDDEELLIINNEESS  
The purpose of a study hall is to provide a time and place during the school day for a student to work in a 

quiet atmosphere.  Students are expected to come to Study Hall prepared to wo rk for the entire class 

period and may not be permitted to go to their lockers.  

Students will:  

1. Be in their assigned seat when the bell rings or present the supervisor with a pass or tardy slip if 

entering after the bell rings.  

2. Remain seated and quiet for t he first 5 minutes, while attendance is being taken, before 

approaching the supervisor with any requests.  

3. Present the supervisor with a pre -signed pass from  a teacher or an administrator if they need to 

leave the study hall for any reason.  This includes b ut is not limited to; working in the library, going to 

the computer lab, speaking with a teacher, working in another classroom, going to the gym, leaving 

campus with parents, etc.  

4. Not be permitted to sign out after the first 10 minutes of the period.  

5. Be pe rmitted to sign out one at a time to go to the rest room if necessary.  

6. Be permitted to sign out only once during the class period.  

7. May request an office pass from the supervisor if they are ill.  

8. Bring all books, materials, and an extra reading book to stud y hall with them.  

9. Remain properly seated and quietly working during the period unless granted permission by the 

supervisor to speak.  

10. Leave their area clean of all materials and debris when they leave.  

The supervisor will take attendance and be available t o assist students as needed.  

 

WWIITTHHHHOOLLDDIINNGG  OOFF  SSTTUUDDEENNTT  RREECCOORRDDSS    
At the end of the school year, if money is still owed for tuition, fees, lunch, juice, or milk charges, etc., report 

cards will not be sent home. Student records will not be released to any othe r school until payment is made 

in full. 

 

A student may not re -enroll at Park Christian School until all tuition, fees, and other charges are current . 

 

AADDMMIISSSSIIOONNSS  
AADDMMIISSSSIIOONNSS  PPOOLLIICCYY  
New Admissions  
Since our school is an extension of the Christian home, and s ince our calling is to help Christian parents 

disciple their children, we feel we cannot effectively help children from non -Christian homes. In addition, it is 

required that all enrolled students reside with their parent(s) or legal guardian(s).  Other scen arios will be 

dealt with on a case -by -case basis. It is difficult for a child to integrate what he/she learns if the parents do 

not support what is taught at school.  Therefore, at least one custodial parent or legal guardian must 

acknowledge Jesus Christ as personal Lord and Savior, and be in agreement and in support of our Mission 

Statement and Statement of Faith.  

 

It is the biblical responsibility of Park Christian School to work with the Christian home to nurture students to 

be Christ -like.  On occasion , the atmosphere or conduct within a particular home may be in opposition to 

the biblical lifestyle the school teaches.  This includes, but is not necessarily limited to, sexual immorality, 

sexual orientation, or inability to support the moral principles o f the school.  In such cases, the school 
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reserves the right, within its sole discretion, to refuse admission of an applicant or to discontinue enrollment 

of a student.  

 

Immunization records must be submitted to the school prior to the first day of school.  

See HEALTH section for detailed information on immunizations needed.  

 

In the event that prospective students need to be tested for academic ability, parents will be asked to pay 

a fee.  

 

Park Christian School reserves the right to not enroll or admit a chil d:  

¶ With significant health, social, or academic problems because of the limitation of our school at this 

time.  

¶ Based  on the schoolõs assessment of the schoolõs ability to meet the needs of the child.  An 

evaluation by school personnel may be required for e nrollment or admission of any student.  

¶ Who  has been expelled or whose custodial parents or legal guardians have removed him/her from 

enrollment at Park Christian School.  

¶ If satisfactory academic progress is not being made; and/or is on academic probation.  

 

All new students will serve a nine week probationary period unless it is determined that an eighteen week 

probationary period is necessary to allow time for sufficient student evaluation.  We will be concerned with 

progress in every area of the studentõs being.  Progress will be measured case -by -case and with input from 

the teacher(s), staff, administration, and the family.  Students and families are requested to read and agree 

to the behavior expectations that are listed within this Handbook.  

 

Park Christian School admits students from Christian families of any race, color, national or ethnic origin.  

 

In order to help students experience success during their formal education, the staff and administration of 

Park Christian School shall recommend grade place ment, retention, or promotion based on certain criteria.  

Assessment will include:  

¶ the childõs chronological age group 

¶ teacher assessment of academic achievement and physical / social / emotional / behavioral 

development  

¶ standardized test scores  

¶ parental c onsultation  

 

Before a student will be admitted, parents shall be required to sign a statement of agreement, which may 

include but is not restricted to, policy regarding:  

¶ discipline  

¶ admissions  

¶ finances  

¶ absences  

¶ grievance procedure  

 

All students seeking admi ssion to Park Christian School must submit a copy of their most recent school 

transcript and/or report card.  Students must have a 2.0 GPA  on their semester work preceding his or her 

entrance into Park Christian School in order to be considered eligible fo r enrollment.  Students will not be 

accepted if they have one or more Fõs on their previous semester work.  Exceptions to this will be 

considered on an individual basis.  Students entering grades 7 -12 must complete and sign a òStudent 

Statement of Faithó form  as a part of the  student application process.  

 

Entrance Age Requirements  
Pre-Kindergarten:   All children entering Pre -Kindergarten for the first time must be four years of age before 

September  1. 

Kindergarten:   All children entering kindergarten for the first time mu st be five years of age on or 

before September 1. 
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First Grade:   All children entering first grade for the first time must  be six years of age on or before 

September 1 unless they have complete d Kindergarten in another state . 

 

Park Christi an School Early Entrance Policy  
After careful prayer and consideration, Park Christian School has adopted the following criteria for early 

admission.  Some of the following criteria may be used in making the final decision.  

1. The cognitive ability  of the stu dent assessed is within the very superior range (IQ 130+) as measured 

by a standardized individually administered test.  The Stanford Binet -Fourth Edition (SB-IV), Wechsler 

Preschool & Primary Scale of Intelligence -Revised Form (WPPSI-R), Woodcock Johnson  

2. Test of Cognitive Abilities -Revised Form (WJ -R), or the Kaufman Assessment Battery for Children (K -

ABC) are examples of intelligence tests that may be utilized for this purpose.  

3. The academic achievement  assessed to be within the very superior range (stand ard scores 130 or 

above) as measured by the Woodcock -Johnson Test of Achievement (WJ -R), Peabody Individual 

Achievement Test -Revised (PIAT-R), or Battelle Developmental Inventory (BDI).   

4. The superior coordination  as determined by scores, which are 2 stand ard deviations above the 

mean on the Bruininkõs-Oseretsky Test of Motor Proficiency.  

5. The superior social maturity  on the basis of information gathered from parent report, day care 

observations, and other developmental checklists as appropriate.  

6. The superio r language development  as determined by scores falling at least two standard 

deviations above the mean as measured by the Preschool Language Scale or the Test of Word 

Knowledge (TOWK).   

7. The completion of health forms , physicals, and required immunizations .  

8. The recommendation of assessment team .  This team may consist of a school psychologist, an 

elementary principal, a special services coordinator, a kindergarten teacher, a first grade teacher, 

or other staff members as deemed appropriate.  

 

Park Christian  School will utilize policy that is similar to the district in which the student resides, Fargo or 

Moorhead.  

 

Although chronological age is probably the best single factor used to determine eligibility for admission, 

some younger children may be ready for kindergarten or first grade sooner.  However, they may be 

competing in school with children who are several months older than they are.  Park Christian School does 

not believe it is wise to admit a child to school early unless the child can work with more mature pupils .  The 

final decision shall rest with the Admissions Committee of Park Christian School.  

 

Admission of Home -Schooled Children in Extra -Curricular and Co -Curricular Programs  
Home -schooled students may be included in extra -curricular and co -cur ricular programs  at the elementary 

and junior high level  for a fee, when there is room in the program.  Each request will be reviewed on a case -

by -case basis.  

 

Admission of Home -Schooled Children Enrollment in Individual Classes  
Home -schooled students may b e enrolled in individual classes at PCS when there is room in the class and 

the Admissions team is in ag reement.  Special events such as field trips are for full -time students only. 

Students taking five  or more classes are considered full -time.   See the A ssistance to Home School Students 

polic y in the back of the handbook.  

 

RREE--EENNRROOLLLLMMEENNTT  AANNDD  RREE--AADDMMIISSSSIIOONN  
Re-enrollment is when a student enrolls at Park Christian School in consecutive years, while re -admission is 

when a student enrolls at PCS after being abs ent for a semester or more . 

 

In order for students to re -enroll for the academic school year, all tuition and fees must be paid in full from 

the previous school year.  
 

All students seeking re -admission to Park Christian School must submit a copy of their m ost recent school 

transcript and/or report card.  Students must have a 2.0 GPA on their semester work preceding his or her 
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entrance into Park Christian School in order to be considered eligible for enrollment.  Students will not be 

accepted if they have on e or more Fõs on their previous semester work.  Exceptions to this will be 

considered on an individual basis.  Students entering grades 7 -12 must complete and sign a òStudent 

Agreement Formó as a part of the student application process.    

 

Park Christian School reserves the right to not re -enroll or re -admit a child:  

¶ With significant health, social, or academic problems because of the limitation of our school at this 

time.  

¶ Based  on the schoolõs assessment of the schoolõs ability to meet the needs of the child.  An 

evaluation by school personnel may be required for re -enrollment or re -admission of any student.  

¶ Who  has been expelled or whose custodial parents or legal guardians have removed him/her from 

enrollment at Park Christian School.  

¶ If satisfactory aca demic progress is not being made; and/or is on academic probation.  

 

Park Christian School offers two forms of special services for its students.  

¶ Supportive services may be made available to aid students in grades K -6 already in our school that 

need help.  

¶ Initiating the referral process through the public school systems.  

Provision of this aid will be considered upon recommendation from the teacher and with agreement 

from the custodial parent(s).     

 

All re-admission students will serve a one -year probation ary period during which time it will be determined if 

Park Christian School can provide for the childõs needs. 
 

RREETTEENNTTIIOONN  
Students who have chronic attendance problems that interrupt the learning process will have a 

conference with administration and custo dial parent/legal guardian to determine if retention is a viable 

option.  An evaluation of each case should occur after 10 absences.  

 

WWIITTHHDDRRAAWWAALL  FFRROOMM  SSCCHHOOOOLL  
Once a student has completed the application process and paid the registration fee or completed the  re-

enrollment process and paid the registration fee, the student is considered enrolled at Park Christian School.  

Students who withdraw from school for any reason must notify the PCS Admissionõs office of their intent to 

withdraw.  No student under 18 ye ars of age may withdraw without written consent from his/her parent or 

guardian.  Each student will need to complete a Withdrawal Form signed by appropriate staff and faculty.  

 

Family Exit Interview  
Each family, before leaving Park Christian School, shall contact the Director of Admissions for an exit 

interview.  This interview will allow for proper direction of student records and funds.  It will also allow 

communication for needed consumer input.  

 

AATTTTEENNDDAANNCCEE  
AATTTTEENNDDAANNCCEE  PPOOLLIICCIIEESS  AANNDD  PPRROOCCEEDDUURREESS  
A classroom functions best when all the students are present and participating in the learning activities 

provided and supervised by the teacher.  To optimize the learning at Park Christian School, parents are 

encouraged to schedule absences of choice around the schoo l calendar and in ways that least interferes  

with the studentõs school day.  Because classroom learning involves much more than reading textbooks 

and completing worksheets, Park Christian School emphasizes the importance of attendance throughout 

the school  year.   

School is in session Monday -Friday.   
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For elementary students, AM sessions are from 8:30 am ð 12:00 noon and PM sessions are from 12:00 noon ð 

3:30 pm.  A tardy changes to an absence if the student comes to school after 10:00 am . If a student leav es 

before 2:00 pm , they  will then be counted absent for one half day.  

 

For junior and senior high students, classes are 45 minutes in length. If a student arrives 20 minutes late to a 

class, they will be counted absent.  

 

Students who exceed 10 absences in a class (either excused or unexcused) in a semester will be asked to 

meet with the administration to determine whether credit can be given for the course.  School sanctioned 

absences are not counted in this total.  

 

TTYYPPEESS  OOFF  AABBSSEENNCCEESS  
Excused Absences  
The ad ministration will make final determination of the legitimacy of all absences.  The following reasons are 

recognized for excused absences:  personal illness, death in the family, emergency in the immediate family, 

inclement weather, and medical appointments .  Other reasons that could be acknowledged are: personal 

requests for absence made 48 hours in advance, i.e.: legal appointments, church activities.  We encourage 

parents to hold these requests for absence to a minimum.   

 

Notification of Excused Absences   
If a student is going to be absent for a partial or whole day, we ask that the parent/guardian c all the school 

office ( 218-236-0500) or send a note with the student when the student returns to school with the following 

information:  

1. Studentõs name 

2. Date of  absence  

3. Reason for absence  

4. Any special directions regarding the studentõs return 

5. Signature of the parent/guardian  

 

In elementary grades, the note should go to the classroom teacher.  In Jr/Sr high, the student should bring 

the note to the Registrarõs office.    

 

If a telephone call has not been received or a signed note brought to school when the student returns, the 

student will receive an unexcused absence.  An unexcused absence may be changed to an excused 

absence upon the schoolõs receipt of parent/guardian notification by telephone or signed note; and the 

reason for the absence must follow the above guidelines for excused absences.  

 

If the absence is foreseeable, a written note from a parent/guardian must be sent to school in advance ð 

the same number of days as the number of days the student will be absent.  

 

In some cases of absence due to medical reasons, medical verification of the illness/injury may be 

requested.  

 

Jr/Sr High students must obtain a makeup slip from the registrarõs office before a student will be admitted 

back into his/her class(es) following an absence.  The student will receive one (1) makeup slip from the 

registrarõs office.  There will be no duplicates given.  It is the responsibility of the student to get this slip filled 

out by t heir teachers with the missed assignments.  The makeup slip must be returned to the office when the 

work is completed.  

 

*Please note:  Jr/Sr High students are responsible to get their makeup work completed by the due date 

noted on the makeup slip.  Failure  to do so will result in a lowered/failing grade as deemed appropriate by 

each corresponding teacher.   
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School Sanctioned Absences  
School sanctioned absences (such as fieldtrips, games, off -campus concerts, etc.) do not require a 

makeup slip.  However, st udents are responsible to get assignments and hand them in on time.  Students 

must also be ready to take tests on time.  

 

Short-term Excused Absences  
Short-term absences are missed class time of three (3) school days or less.  A student has the right and 

ob ligation to make up any work missed with full credit. For excused absences, a student shall be allowed 

two (2) school days for each absent day to complete any work missed and receive a grade. Schoolwork 

not turned into the teacher within the two -day guidel ine will result in the assignment receiving a lower 

grade or no credit at all.  

 

Extended Excused Absences  
Extended absences are excused absences that are missed class time of more than three (3) school days. 

Extended preplanned absences will require makeup  work to be completed voluntarily outside of class time. 

A teacher may require additional assignments to compensate for any loss of class discussion and lecture 

information.  A student has the right and obligation to make up any work missed with full credi t, with the 

exception of research papers, long -term assignments or tests that have been assigned significantly in 

advance of the extended absence.  

 

Requests for Extended Absences  
Students will occasionally request to be absent for an extended period of ti me. Requests of this nature are 

difficult to deal with and should be limited.  In an effort to be consistent, such requests should be limited to 

trips with parents/guardians that are of an educational nature.  If a request is made for an extended 

absence, a written note from a parent/guardian must be given to the principal explaining the educational 

nature of the trip and be given in advance ñthe same number of days as the number of days the student 

will be absent.  If a note is not received, the absences wi ll be considered unexcused and no credit will be 

given for missed work.  

 

Unexcused Absences  
Unexcused absences are all absences which:  

¶ can be avoided or delayed, and for which prior arrangements and/or approval have not been 

made through the principalõs office.  

¶ indicate that the student is absent from school with consent of the parent/guardian, but the excuse 

given is not acceptable to the school administration based on School Board policy.  

¶ indicate that the student is absent without the consent of the pare nt/guardian or with the consent 

of the parent/guardian but without proper notification to the school regarding the absence.  

 

Common Unexcused absences are:   Parents should not request permission for absence for personal 

convenience reasons. This includes b ut is not limited to s enior pictures, after Jr/Sr Banquet, doing homework 

at home, missing a bus, trains, oversleeping, working at home, need for extra sleep, babysitting,  

employment, shopping , or visiting friends /relatives .   

 

Students who miss for reason s not acceptable to school officials will be assigned  detention .  Referral to the 

proper authorities will be made if persistent unexcused absences occur.  

See MAKE-UP WORK under ACADEMICS for related information.

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TTAARRDDIINNEESSSS  
(Please read below for grade -specific policies)  

All K-12 Students  
All students are expected to be in their classroom and ready for work at 8:30 a.m. Teachers will close their 

doors at this time.  Any students who a rrive to class after this time will be counted tardy.  Jr/Sr High  students 

must go to  the Registrarõs office to receive a tardy slip. A record of unexcused tardies will be kept in the 

office. For elementary students, a tardy changes to an absence if the st udent comes to school after 10:00 

a.m.  The students will then be counted absent for one half day.  Cases of perpetual unexcused tardiness 

will be reported to the administration for appropriate action.  Parents are expected to write a detailed note 

for the ir student when they know they will be tardy (i.e. medical appointments).   

 

Each teacher, as deemed appropriate, will deal with missed work due to tardiness.  

 

Students receiving a combined total of three or more tardies in any class(es) per semester will be assigned 

detention.  

 

If school busses run late, no tardiness is counted on the studentõs record.  

 

Students returning late from lunch will receive an unexcused tardy.  

 

K-6 Tardiness  
Each teacher, as deemed appropriate, will deal with tardiness to clas s.  Detention can be assigned. 

Elementary detention will be served from 3:35 ð 4:05 on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  If a student reports  late to 

class, the teacher will talk to the student to find out why he/she was late.   

 

When a student receives his/her fou rth tardy for the quarter, a letter will be sent home to the parents 

notifying them of the tardy situation.  This letter will emphasize the importance of good attendance and 

state that if the problem persists, the student and/or the parent will need to mee t with the school counselor 

or grade level principal to discuss the reasons for the continued tardies.  If the meeting with the counselor or 

principal does not correct the situation, the student will be assigned detention to make up the time missed.   

 

Jr. High Tardiness  
The 1st quarter is considered a òGrace Periodó for the 7th grade students as they learn a new system as 

compared to elementary school. Throughout the 1 st quarter, unexcused tardies will be recorded in the 

office. If a student receives a tot al of three (3) unexcused tardies in any class per semester, they will be 

required to serve detention and parents will be notified. Jr/Sr Hig h detention will be served from 3:40 -4:30 on 

Tuesdays and Thursdays.  The tardies will not be recorded on their rep ort card for the 1 st quarter. This way 

they will learn the consequences of receiving three (3) unexcused tardies without having the tardies 

become part of their permanent record.  Beginning with 2 nd  quarter and continuing on throughout the 

remainder of the  year, all unexcused tardies will be recorded in the office and on the studentõs permanent 

record.  

 

Tardies for 8 th grade students will be recorded on their report cards from 1 st quarter on.  Detention will be 

served after 3 unexcused tardies (in any class ) per semester.  

 

After 6 tardies in any class, students are required to serve detention, may face exclusion from extra -

curricular activities, and their parents will be notified.  

 

After 9 tardies in any class, students are required to serve in -school suspen sion for one day and exclusion 

from extra -curricular activities for that day, and parents will be notified.  

 

**Please note: The three unexcused tardies do not need to all be in one class period in order to get 

detention. It is a total of all tardies in any /all classes.  

 

All tardy counts are set back to 0 at the beginning of the 2 nd  semester.  
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Jr/Sr High detention will be served from 3:40 -4:30 on Tuesdays and Thursdays, or in special circumstances (to 

be determined by the PCS administration) may be held on a  Saturday with a supervision fee of $30.00 per 

hour (paid for by the studentõs parent/guardian). 

 

If habitual tardiness occurs, the administration reserves the right to determine additional consequences 

along with/instead of after -school detention.  This m ay include:  

1. Loss of eligibility to participate in extra -curricular activities for a specified amount of time.  

2. In-school or Saturday detention.  

3. Saturday detention with a supervision fee of $30.00 per hour paid for by the parent/guardian.  

 

Sr. High Tardiness 
Senior High tardies accumulate per semester and are reset to 0 at the beginning of the 2 nd  semester. These 

accumulate in any/all classes ñnot just one individual class. Unexcused tardies are recorded in the office 

and become a part of each studentõs permanent record.  

 

After 3 tardies in any class, the student is assigned after -school detention and parents are notified.  

 

After 6 tardies in any class, the student is assigned detention, Open Campus privileges are taken away until 

the end of the quarter, and p arents are notified.  

After 6 tardies in one class, the student will meet with the principal warning them of possible 

withdrawal/failure, and parents are notified.  

 

After 9 tardies in any class, the student is assigned in -school suspension for one day, Open  Campus 

privileges are taken away for the semester, and parents are notified.  

After 9 tardies in one class, withdrawal/failure will be  considered.  

 

If habitual tardiness occurs, the administration reserves the right to determine additional consequences 

alo ng with/instead of after -school detention. This may include:  

1. Loss of eligibility to participate in open campus and /or extra -curricular activities for a specified 

amount of time.  

2. In-school detention.  

3. Saturday detention with a supervision fee of $30.00 per  hour paid for by the parent/guardian.  

 

TTRRUUAANNCCYY  
A student who misses a part of the day or a whole day without the consent of either the school or the 

parent/guardian is considered truant.  If students accumulate truancy absences, a referral will be made to  

the proper authorities.  A truant student will receive no daily credit for work missed, and In -School 

Suspension may be assigned.  

BBEEHHAAVVIIOORR  
CCOONNFFLLIICCTT  RREESSOOLLUUTTIIOONN  
When conflict occurs between students, Matthew 18 will guide the resolution and the following pr inciples 

will apply:  

1. When a teacher or staff person becomes involved, they will remain with the students until the issue 

has been resolved.  

2. A safe environment for the students will be ensured.  

3. A summary of the process/conflict will be documented and sent t o the parents when deemed 

appropriate by staff/administration.  

4. Close with prayer.  
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DDAAMMAAGGEE  TTOO  SSCCHHOOOOLL  PPRROOPPEERRTTYY  
Students are to respect themselves, peers, staff, and others, as well as the property gifted to the school and 

the property of others.  Students sh all not misuse, damage, or destroy school or personal property of others.  

Destruction of such property will result in the student paying to replace the misused, damaged, or 

destroyed item(s).  Textbooks are loaned to students.  Failure to take proper care  of these books will result in 

a book fine.  

 

DDEETTEENNTTIIOONN  
If your child is asked to stay after school for detention, parents will receive a detention notice at least one 

day in advance.  If your child misses an assigned detention, detention time may be double d.  Detention is 

scheduled f or Tuesdays and Thursdays.  K-6 students serve detention from 3:35 -4:05, while Jr/Sr high students 

serve detention from 3:40 -4:30.  Parents are responsible for transportation.  Please pick up your child from 

the school office at  the appropriate time.  

 

DDIISSCCIIPPLLIINNEE  
Discipline procedures and guidelines at Park Christian School shall be based on the biblical example of 

discipline as a disciple -making process.  The school recognizes the importance of shaping lives to Godõs 

image and pr eparing students for service in Christõs kingdom.  In providing a framework necessary to build 

faith in Christ, discipline and self -discipline are essential parts in the process of becoming faithful and 

effective in a life lived for God.  Christ prepared a nd trained his disciples for ministry by walking alongside 

them, guiding, correcting, and redirecting them as they grew.  

 

The discipline procedures and guidelines at Park Christian School shall strive to inspire and redirect, as 

necessary, appropriate beha vior by addressing actions and attitudes in accordance to the scriptures.  In 

recognition of manõs fallen nature, firm, loving correction is required in light of Proverbs 23:13a and Proverbs 

22:6 which state, òDo not withhold correction from a childéó and òTrain up a child in the way he should 

goéó 

 

Parents, teachers, and the local church body are to model Christõs example and invest prayer, time, and 

instruction in Park Christian School students to further their growth as Disciples of Christ.  As part of t he 

disciple -making process, students need to see the traits of reverence, respect, and responsibility modeled 

as they seek to integrate these positive character traits into their lives.  
 

REVERENCE 
Reverence for God is the foundation of disciple making.  Re verence is humble, awe -inspiring devotion to God, with 

love and fear for our Creator.  Proverbs 1:7 states, òThe fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge.ó  A proper 

understanding of who God is helps us to understand His holiness.  Matthew 22:37 says , òLove the Lord your God with 

all your heart, soul, and mind.ó  Colossians 3:23 encourages, òWhatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as 

working for the Lord, not for men.ó  With reverence, the desire to please self is diminished as one focuses on God 

and His Word.  

 

RESPECT 
Respect is feeling and showing esteem and honor towards God and His creation.  Students need to learn to respect 

tangible authority on earth in order to learn respect for an intangible God.  Romans 13:1 states, òéall those in 

authority have been established by God.ó  These authorities include administrative personnel, faculty, and staff at 

Park Christian School.  Respect extends to oneself as a creation of God, other students and peer groups; as well as 

the property gifted to the  school and the property of others.  I Peter 2:17a summarizes, òShow proper respect to 

everyone:  Love the brotherhood of the believers, fear God.ó 

 

RESPONSIBILITY 
Responsibility is personal accountability for oneõs words, attitudes, actions, and choices.  Words spoken and 

attitudes expressed towards others are the responsibility of the student.  òéeveryone should be quick to listen, slow 

to speak, and slow to become angry.ó  James 1:19   Included in studentõs responsibilities is control of physical 

actions  toward peers, school property, and the property of others.  Completed assignments and  projects are a 

reflection of accountability developing within each student.  Colossians 3:17 admonishes with òAnd whatever you 

do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesuséó 
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As children mature, they gain spiritual responsibility to be a disciple of Christ.  Learning and applying biblical 

principles to daily actions and words demonstrate this growth.  A disciple of Christ encourages and influences others 

to be responsible.  òAs iron sharpens iron, so one man sharpens another.ó  Proverbs 27:17 

 

Discipline Rules, Procedures, and Guidelines  
All students are expected to be accountable for their own actions and handle themselves in a way that is 

pleasing  to God.  Thus, many of the rules/guidelines enforced at Park Christian School place more 

responsibility on the student.  Disciplinary action will be handled on a case -by -case basis with all parties 

involved.  (The individual teachers will give out other c lassroom specific rules to students.)  

 

Behavioral Expectations  
All students at Park Christian School are expected to:  

1. Show a reverence for God, the Bible, and Christianity.  

2. Demonstrate  a Christ -like example by showing a positive attitude and positive beha vior, including 

words and actions; a wholesome language should be spoken at all times. (Eph. 4:29)  

3. Obey  and show respect to all teachers and supervisors ñin class, at lunchtime, and during after -

school activities.  Backtalk and persistent complaining are no t tolerated.  

4. Respect  one another.  Ridicule and name -calling will be addressed directly with the perpetrator . 

5. Respect  one anotherõs property; do not take or borrow someone elseõs property without first 

obtaining permission.  

6. Remain  quiet when in the hallway s while classes are in session.  

7. Walk , not run, in the building at all times.  

8. Not  chew gum while in the school building.  

9. Complete  assigned class work on time and according to instructions given by teacher.  

10. Have  textbooks covered by the end of the second we ek of school and maintained throughout the 

year.  

11. Take notes and participate in class discussion.  

12. Keep  lockers, bathrooms, and hallways neat and clean.  No backpacks or sports bags are to be 

kept on the floor.  

13. Use student planners  in grades 4-12. 

14. Comply  wit h all rules established by their classroom teacher.  

15. Dress, groom, and conduct themselves so they will not disrupt or distract from the academic process 

of the school.  Footwear and shirts shall be worn at all times. (Exceptions may be made for special 

educ ational or athletic activities, as deemed appropriate.)   

16. While  riding the bus, observe the established rules and regulations for their safety and for the care of 

the bus.  

17. Play in designated playground areas and shall use playground equipment in a safe and  proper 

manner.  

18. Any pre -recorded music played at Park Christian School shall be Christian music. Instrumental music 

that is not necessarily Christian may be used if the song has never included lyrics. The areas include, 

but are not limited to the classroom , gym, weight room, locker rooms and commons.  

 

All students at Park Christian School are to refrain from:  

1. Carrying  a backpack, messenger bag or similar item from class to class.  

2. Intentionally  threaten, harass, assault, or cause physical injury to other stu dents, teachers, 

administrators, or other school personnel.  

3. use violence, force, noise coercion, intimidation, or any other conduct that might cause injury to 

themselves or others, or cause disruption of the academic process or of any other school function ; 

nor shall any student urge others to engage in any disruptive conduct.  

4. Misuse, damage, or destroy school or personal property.  Destruction of such property will result in 

the student paying to replace the misused, damaged, or destroyed item.  

5. Slander  or use obscene, vulgar, crass, or lewd language.  

6. Exhibiting  public displays of affection at Park Christian School.  

7. Cell phone usage during the school day (see Cell Phones and Personal Listening Devices  in the 

School Procedures  section).  
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8. Personal listening dev ices during the school day (see Cell Phones and Personal Listening Devices  in 

the School Procedures  section).  

9. All cell phone usage in locker rooms at all times (see Cell Phones and Personal Listening Devices  in 

the School Procedures  section).  

 

Disciplinar y Actions  
Disciplinary actions typically follow a process where the consequence becomes more stringent.  

1. conference with student (warning, but not in all cases -supervisorõs discretion) 

2. loss of privileges (recess time, etc.) which may include time spent cle aning or in detention; a 

Conduct Referral Form will be given to the classroom teacher and/or parents ð supervisorõs 

discretion)  

3. after -school detention or in -school suspension  

4. conference with parent(s)/guardian; student will also receive the same consequenc e as noted 

above  

5. assignment of a special project  

6. referral to an outside agency  

7. suspension from school  

8. recommendation for expulsion from school  

 

GGRRIIEEVVAANNCCEE  PPRROOCCEEDDUURREE    
There may be times when a parent will have a grievance against a teacher, a staff member, a n 

administrator or a board member.  In all such situations, Park Christian School covenants to observe the 

principles outlined by our Lord in Matthew 18:15 -17 and Galatians 6:1.  We ask you to observe these 

principles, and we agree to do the same.  

 

òIf your brother sins against you, go and show him his faults, just between the two of you.  If he listens to you, 

you have won your brother over.  But if he will not listen, take one or two others along, so that every matter 

may be established by the testimony o f two or three witnesses.  If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the 

church; and, if he refuses to listen to even the church, treat him as you would a pagan or a tax collector.ó  

(Matt. 18:15 -17) 

òBrothers, if a man is trapped in some sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently.  But watch 

yourself; you also may be tempted.ó  (Gal. 6:1 NIV)    
 

Two Principles Drawn from These Scriptures:  
1. The complaint should be settled at the lowest level of relationship possible.  If a parent has a 

complaint  against a teacher, the parent should go directly to the teacher, not to the administrator, 

a board  member, or another parent.  If a parent has a complaint against an administrator, the 

parent should go to the administrator, not the Board.  

2. If the complaint  cannot be settled at the lowest level, the person with the complaint should go to 

the next higher authority.  For instance, if a parent has a grievance against a teacher and cannot 

settle it with the teacher, the parent should then go to the administrator .  If the parent still does not 

receive satisfaction, he/she should go to the board until he/she gets a final decision.  
 

SSEEAARRCCHHEESS    

To maintain order and discipline in the school and to protect the safety and welfare of students and 

personnel, school admini strative authorities only may search a student, student lockers, or student 

automobiles under circumstances outlined below and may seize illegal, unauthorized, or contraband 

materials discovered in the search.  A studentõs failure to permit searches and seizures as provided in this 

policy will be considered grounds for disciplinary action.  

 

Individuals and their effects are subject to being searched by school officials if a school official has 

reasonable cause to believe that the person is in possession of illegal, unauthorized, or contraband 

materials.  
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Personal Searches  
A student's person and/or personal effects (e.g., purse, book bag, etc.) may be searched whenever a 

school authority has reasonable suspicion to believe that the student is in possession of  illegal or 

unauthorized materials.  

 

If a pat -down search of a student is conducted, it must be conducted in private by a school official of the 

same sex and with an adult witness present, when feasible.  

 

If extreme emergency conditions require a more intr usive search of a student's person, such a search may 

only be conducted in private by a school official of the same sex, with an adult witness of the same sex 

present, and only upon the approval of a school administrator, unless the health or safety of stu dents will be 

endangered by the delay which might be caused by following these procedures.  

 

Locker Searches  
Student lockers are the property of the school and remain at all times under the control of the school; 

however, students are expected to assume ful l responsibility for the security of their lockers.  School 

authorities, for any reason, may conduct periodic general inspections of lockers at any time without notice, 

without student consent, and without a search warrant.  

 

Automobile Searches  
Students ar e permitted to park on school premises as a matter of privilege, not of right.  The school retains 

authority to conduct routine patrols of student parking lots and inspections of the exterior of student 

automobiles on school property. The interior of stude nt vehicles may be inspected whenever a school 

authority has a reasonable suspicion to believe that illegal or unauthorized materials are contained inside.  

Such patrols and inspections may be conducted without notice, without student consent, and without a 

search warrant.  

 

If a properly conducted search yields illegal or contraband materials, such findings shall be turned over to 

the proper legal authorities for ultimate disposition.  

 

SSEERRIIOOUUSS  OOFFFFEENNSSEESS  
Offenses that are of a more serious nature to the life of the school, such as fighting, cheating, persistent 

problems with authority, vandalism, truancy, etc. will be referred to the administration for disciplinary action.  

Park Christian School reserves the right to evaluate situations regarding student issue s of morality and 

participation in illegal activities on a case -by -case basis.  These situations include, but are not limited to 

issues related to pregnancy; abuse; sexual activity; pornography; inappropriate solicitation; abortion; 

harassment; and the use  of alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs, etc.    A redemptive approach may be 

considered for a student and his/her family who exhibit a repentant and humble heart and if 

administratively determined that continued enrollment is in the best interest of the stude nt(s) and PCS 

student body.  

   

The following items are serious violations of the values of this school community and cannot be permitted in 

any form.  It is our intention that PCS be a safe place for students to work and learn.  Therefore, the PCS 

administ ration reserves the right to inspect lockers, vehicles driven on to school property, book bags, and 

clothing at any time.  Enrollment at PCS constitutes consent by all parents/guardians and the student for 

such inspection.  

 

Actual or Threats of Harm/Physic al or Verbal Harassment  
Any student who threatens or actually harms another person (student, teacher, staff member, and parent) 

may be subject to suspension for up to three days and considered for expulsion.  Similar consequences will 

be applied to anyone harassing another person, whether it is for racial, physical, behavioral, gender, or 

other reasons.  Physical fighting is strictly prohibited at school, and all participants may be suspended.  

Students must learn to resolve conflicts long before fists star t flying.  Jesus Himself makes clear that our task is 

to be peacemakers (Matthew 5:9, 39).  However, worldly wisdom and practice will not provide much insight 

in this area, especially when another person seems bent on provocation.  If students are not able  to resolve 
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differences, they should find a friend or an adult who will help mediate the situation.  For some students, 

slapping someone on the back or punching them in the arm is a sign of affection, not aggression.  

However, consequences for these action s can still result if the student receiving the punches has indicated 

in some manner that those actions are unwelcome.  

 

Dangerous Objects/Weapons/Fire  
No object that can kill or cause serious bodily harm shall be brought to school or school functions.  Fir earms, 

knives, martial arts weapons, lighters, matches, laser pointers, and other types of weapons or facsimiles of 

any of the above are strictly prohibited on school grounds and at all school activities.  Any student in 

possession of one of these objects may be suspended for up to three days and considered for expulsion.  

Students who trigger false fire alarms or use or tamper with fire extinguishers in any way may be subject to 

the same consequences in addition to restitution for costs including fire depa rtment response or 

extinguisher servicing.  

 

Drugs and Alcohol  
We make two words of drugs and alcohol only because these have different legal ramifications in our 

society, but they are both drugs and will be treated as such in PCS disciplinary procedures.  Use, sale, or 

possession of any illegal substance at any time on or off campus may result in immediate suspension from 

school for up to three days, and the administration will make a recommendation whether to proceed with 

expulsion.  Any student choosing t o remain in the company of another person who is clearly involved in 

illegal drugs may also be considered to be in violation of this policy.  Drug testing may be requested by the 

administration if use is suspected.  Drug testing, if requested by the admini stration, will be at the sole 

discretion and frequency of the administration, including who will administer the test.  Refusal to comply will 

constitute an admission of guilt.  If drug use is confirmed and the student is allowed to return, the student 

must  obtain a chemical dependency evaluation by a licensed Christian professional prior to returning to 

school.  If a student has been suspended for drug use, and the circumstances are such that the students is 

allowed to return to school, any subsequent viola tion involving drugs at any time during his or her 

enrollment at PCS will result in an automatic recommendation for expulsion.  Tobacco use or possession is 

not permitted at any time.  This includes all forms of tobacco, including chewing tobacco.  Student  use of 

these substances may result in suspension and possible consideration for expulsion.  

 

Gang Involvement/Activity  
Any student who is involved with a gang (which may include belonging to a gang, using gang symbols, or 

wearing gang clothing) may be susp ended from school.  Prior to returning to school, the student must 

submit a detailed written plan of action describing how gang activity and involvement will be avoided in 

the future.  

 

Hazing  
PCS interprets hazing as any willful act done by one or more ind ividuals whether physical, mental, 

emotional or psychological, which subjects another person, voluntarily or involuntarily to anything that may 

abuse, mistreat, degrade, humiliate, harass, ridicule, intimidate, or endanger him or her, or which may in 

any f ashion compromise his or her inherent dignity as a person.  

 

Anti -Bullying Policy  
Park Christian School strives to maintain a safe and orderly environment. With that in mind, bullying will not 

be tolerated.  

 

òBullyingó means any written, electronic, or verbal expression, physical act or gesture, or pattern thereof, by 

a student that is intended to cause or is perceived as causing distress to one or more students and which 

substantially interferes with another studentõs educational benefits, opportunities, or performance. An act of 

bullying/intimidation, by either an individual student or a group of students, is expressly prohibited on school 

property or at school -related events.  
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Sexual Immorality  
The Bible has strong words warning each of us to refrain from sexual immorality (I Corinthians 6:18 -20).  

Involvement in promiscuous or immoral behavior by any student at any time may result in immediate 

suspension from school for up to five days, and the administration may make a recommendation whether 

to proceed wi th expulsion.  Pregnancy is a normal consequence of sexual activity, but pregnancy itself is 

not a sin.  It is one of Godõs great blessings to a family.  Outside of marriage, however, pregnancy indicates 

sexual activity without the benefit of a strong fami ly commitment ð and God calls that sexual activity sin.  

Because of the need to focus on more important matters than schoolwork, married or pregnant students 

will not be allowed to remain as members of the student body.  PCS will include investigations by the proper 

civil authorities in any allegations of rape or incest.  The school administration will consider any extenuating 

or mitigating circumstances.  Having an abortion, or encouraging someone to have an abortion, is immoral.  

Even though our current c ulture is saturated with sexual suggestion and innuendo, PCS cannot allow such 

behavior in the school community.  Obscene, offensive, vulgar, crass, or pornographic materials, whether 

on notebooks, clothing, automobiles, or in lockers, will not be allowed!   Consequences for such items will be 

determined by the administration, but will most often result in suspension.  Verbal expressions of lewdness, 

most often demonstrated by double entendre , will also not be allowed.  

 

Weapons   
No staff, student, or visitor  shall possess a weapon before, during, or after school hours.  

Definitions:  

¶ Possession: having a weapon on oneõs person or in an area subject to oneõs control on school 

property or on a school trip or activity.  

¶ Expulsion:   an action taken by Park Christia n School to prohibit an enrolled pupil from further 

attendance for a period that may extend beyond the school year  

¶ Exclusion:   an action taken by Park Christian School to prevent enrollment or re -enrollment of a pupil 

for a period that shall extend beyond the school year.  

¶ Suspension:   an action taken by Park Christian School administration under rules defined in the 

Handbook prohibiting a pupil from attending school òOut-of -School Suspensionó.  A principal may 

also impose òIn-School Suspensionó as an equivalent sanction.  

¶ Park Christian School location:  the school building and surrounding property; on any school owned 

vehicle or in any other school approved activities; off school property at any school approved or 

school sponsored activity, event or function , such as a field trip or athletic event, where students are 

under the jurisdiction of Park Christian School.  When riding busses rented from Park Christian School, 

the same regulations apply.  

Weapons:   in three categories:  

¶ Category 1:   Articles commonly u sed as weapons or designed to inflict bodily harm and/or 

intimidate other persons that are actually used by the student.   Examples include, but are not limited 

to: firearms, whether loaded or unloaded; knives; razor blades; razor blade knives or holders; x -acto 

knives; clubs; metal knuckles used in threatening manner; numchucks; throwing stars; explosives, 

including fireworks (if illegal in MN); stun guns; ammunition; chains; pellet guns; BB guns; bows; cross 

bows; mace; tear gas; pepper gas; sling shots; w rist rockets; look -alike guns (except for obvious squirt 

guns either empty or filled with water); and other non -functioning guns that could be used to 

threaten others; or any flammable liquid or other device of instrumentality that, in the manner it is 

used or intended to be used, is calculated or likely to produce death or great bodily harm.  Also 

included in Category 1 is any firearm including pellet guns or BB guns found to be in studentõs 

possession, whether it has been used or not.  

¶ Category 2:   Articl es commonly used as weapons or designed to inflict bodily harm and/or 

intimidate other persons are in the possession of the student, but not used by the student.   Examples 

include, but are not limited to: knives; razor blades; razor blade knives or holder;  clubs; metal 

knuckles; numchucks; throwing stars; explosives, including fireworks (if illegal in MN); stun guns; 

ammunition; chains; pellet guns; BB guns; bows; cross bows; mace; tear gas; pepper gas; sling shots; 

wrist rockets; look -alike guns (except fo r obvious squirt guns either empty or filled with water); and 

other non -functioning guns that could be used to threaten others.  

¶ Category 3 :  Articles which are designed for other purposes but which are actually used to inflict 

bodily harm and/or intimidate .  Examples include, but are not limited to: belts; scissors; combs; 

pencils or pens; metal nail files; ball bats; lighters; compasses; and letter openers.  
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A student who finds a Category 1  weapon on the way to school or in the school building and takes th e 

weapon immediately to the Administration shall not be considered to possess a weapon.  

 

The President  or his/her designee shall conduct a timely investigation into any incident allegedly involving 

the use of a weapon.  If a weapon is found to have been in volved, the following sanctions shall be 

followed.  
Sanctions:  

¶ Category 1:   For students involved in any incident where weapons were found, the President shall 

have for his/her use all discipline alternatives available for immediate response including, but not 

limited to, initial suspension, confiscation of the weapon(s), and notification of parent/guardian.  The 

President shall immediately notify the local Police Department when any Category 1 Weapons 

Violation occurs.  The President shall immediately initi ate the expulsion process.  The President shall 

consider whether or not exclusion is to be recommended to the School Board in addition to the 

mandatory expulsion process.  

¶ Category 2:  For students found to have been in possession of a weapon, the student s hall be:  

1. immediately suspended out -of -school for five (5) days  

2. have a date and time determined for a re -admittance conference  

 

If the President gives additional days of out -of -school suspension beyond the initial five (5) days, 

determination must be made a s to whether or not an expulsion is warranted.  The task force shall consist of 

administration and teachers.  It shall have access to all investigative information on the student and the 

incident.  It shall hear from the student and parent, if reasonably p ossible, and then make a determination 

about whether or not to recommend expulsion to the School Board and commence the expulsion process.  

 

¶ Category 3:  For students having been found in possession of an instrument defined as a Category 3 

weapon, no sancti on shall be imposed, except that for a student found to have a Category 3 

article as a weapon in violation of this policy, they shall be given the same sanctions as outlined for 

Category 1 weapons.  

** Suspensions become a part of the studentõs permanent record.  

 

Expulsion  
When a studentõs attitude or behavior is not in accord with school policies or principles, and school 

personnel are not able to help him/her correct the situation, the parents will be called for a conference.  If, 

after such a conference, and a reasonable period of time for readjustment, the administration and 

teacher(s) concerned feel the studentõs presence is detrimental to the school and/or student body, the 

parents may be asked to remove the student from enrollment.  The constant infrac tion and lack of regard 

concerning the conduct items listed in this Parent/Student Handbook may result in the necessity of 

expulsion.  Also, the following are justification for expulsion from school regardless if they occur on or off 

campus:   

¶ Profanity  

¶ Immorality  

¶ Cheating

SSEEXXUUAALL  HHAARRAASSSSMMEENNTT  
Park Christian School is committed to providing a safe, positive learning and working environment for 

everyone.  Therefore, Park Christian School prohibits sexual harassment and sexual violence (SHV).  It will not 

be tolerated in any form.  
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It shall be a violation for any  student or employee of Park Christian School to use SHV toward any other 

student or employee.  Park Christian School will investigate all formal and informal verbal and written 

complaints of SHV.  Any student or employee who is found to have used SHV towa rds any other student or 

employee will be disciplined.  
 

Park Christian Schoolõs Policy Against Religious, Racial, Sexual Orientation, National Origin, and 

Sexual Harassment    

1. Everyone at Park Christian School has a right to feel respected and safe. Consequ ently, we want 

you to know about our policy to prevent religious, racial, sexual orientation, national origin, or sexual 

harassment and violence any kind.  

2. A harasser may be a student or an adult. Harassment may include the following when related to 

religio n, race, sexual orientation, national origin, sex or gender.  

a.  name calling, joking or rumors;  

b.  pulling on clothing; graffiti;  

c.  notes or cartoons;  

d.  unwelcome touching of a person or clothing;  

e.  offensive or graphic posters or book covers;  

f. any words or actions tha t make you feel uncomfortable, embarrass you, hurt your feelings or 

make you feel bad.  

3. If you believe you have been the victim of any type of harassment you should report t to any school 

official.  

4. This report may be oral or you may also make a written repo rt. I should be given to a teacher or a 

staff member.  

5. Your right to privacy will be respected as much as possible.  

6. The school will investigate  all reports of religious, racial, sexual orientation, national origin, or sexual 

harassment or violence and the s chool will take all appropriate actions based on the report.  

7. The school will also take action if anyone  tries to intimidate you or take action to harm you because 

you have reported a concern.  

8. This is a summary of the school policy against religious, racial , sexual orientation, national origin, or 

sexual harassment or violence. Complete policies are available in the office and the Presidentõs 

Office and at the schoolõs website at www.parkchristianschool.org .  

 

Sanctions (consequences) for the student  and/or adult  harasser include the following, but are not limited 

to:  

¶ verbal warning/reprimand  

¶ written warning/reprimand entered into studentõs file 

¶ suspension  

¶ expulsion  

¶ an apology to the victim  

¶ fine paid to the c ounty sexual assault program  

¶ writing a paper on òWhy Sexual Harassment is Wrongó 

¶ special class required on SHV  

¶ referral for psychological assessment  

¶ a parent/student/school administrative conference  

¶ police involvement  

¶ not being permitted to participate in extra -curricular activities according to Minnesota High School 

Leagueõs regulations 

¶ community service  

¶ other sanctions deemed appropriate by Park Christian School  

 

Information concerning any SHV complaint shall be treated confidentially and consistently wit h Park 

Christian School obligations, the need to investigate, and the need to take disciplinary action if it is found 

that SHV has occurred.  

 

Any person who believes he/she has been a victim of SHV by a student or employee of Park Christian 

School shall re port the conduct immediately to the President .  Any third person with knowledge or belief of 

http://www.parkchristianschool.org/
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conduct that may constitute SHV shall report the conduct immediately to the President .  If the report is 

made verbally, the President shall document it in writing within 24 hours.  

 

An investigation shall begin immediately.  Within ten days, the President shall provide a written report of the 

status of the investigation to the alleged victim, the alleged perpetrator, and the School Board.  A decision 

by a SHV Task Force will then be made as to the steps to take regarding the allegation.  

 

Retaliation includes, but is not limited to, any form of intimidation, reprisal, or harassment.  Anyone who 

retaliates against an individual who reports SHV will be disciplined.  Anyo ne who retaliates against an 

individual who testifies, assists, or participates in an investigation, proceeding, or hearing related to a 

complaint of SHV will be disciplined.  

 

Submission of a SHV complaint or report shall not affect the individualõs employment, grades, work 

assignment, etc.  Every student  and staff member at Park Christian School has the right to a safe learning 

environment, to be treated with respect and to attend a school /work  that is free of discrimination  and/or 

sexual harassment . 

 

Grie vance Procedure  
1. Report an incident to the President . 

2. If necessary, bring an advocate to offer support.  

3. Victim shall report what happened, when and where it happened, how she/he felt, what (if 

anything) she/he did or said to the harasser, what alleged haras ser(s) did or said next, names or 

witnesses. 

4. The victim will be involved in solution/resolution as it relates to the decision -making process.  

 

BBUUSSSSIINNGG  
Bus transportation is a privilege, not a right.  The administration of Park Christian School reserves the  right 

make final decisions regarding bus riding privileges and conduct while riding the bus.  

 

Minnesota families receive bussing through the Moorhead School District.  Moorhead families may choose a 

pick up or drop off point that is different than their h ome address (i.e. for daycare or after -school care).  

However, only one morning and one afternoon address may be used for the school year.  Moorhead bus 

drivers will not take students to multiple addresses.   

 

If parents/guardians will be out of town for a n extended time period and want your student(s) to stay with 

another Park Christian School family that lives in Moorhead and is on a Moorhead bus route, please call the 

PCS office to make arrangements for your student(s) to ride on the Moorhead bus.  

 

All Park Christian School bus drivers hold a ND or MN license.  

 

Bus passes are not issued to any student.  (See Bus Passes)  

 

Minnesota Legislation  Regarding Pupil Transportation  
The 1994 Legislature made significant changes in the laws and rules governing pupil  transportation.  One of 

the most significant changes is that the new law now clearly states that riding a school bus is a privilege not 

a right and that privilege can be suspended when students do not comply with policies, rules, or laws.  The 

changes inc lude more stringent school bus driver qualifications and licensing, vehicle/equipment 

standards, and operating standards.  They also establish responsibility for both the state and school level 

personnel.  Finally, these changes have prescribed a more form alized student safety instruction program.    
 

If your child rides on a school bus, some items for you to note are:  
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1. Cooperate with the bus drivers by teaching your child(ren) proper bus behavior.  Students must 

obey the bus regulations.  Violations of regul ations could result in termination of riding privileges for 

the violator.  

2. If a problem develops on the bus, the school should be contacted so that it can be worked out 

immediately before it gets out of hand.  

3. If a child rides the bus, but is going home with  a parent or someone else, a note explaining this 

needs to be given to the childõs teacher.  We require this so teachers on bus duty will know how the 

child is getting home. BE PUNCTUAL when coming to get your child after school so he/she does not 

become c onfused or frightened.  If a note is not received, the child will be sent home on the bus as 

usual.    

 

Bus Passes 
We receive a number of requests to give bus passes to Fargo students who want to ride Moorhead busses 

or Moorhead students who want to ride a different Moorhead bus.  We cannot issue passes for Fargo 

students to ride Moorhead busses, nor can we write passes for Moorhead students to ride a bus other than 

the one they normally ride.  

 

The Moorhead Transportation office has asked us to follow these guidelines because of abuses they 

encountered in the past and for liability reasons.  Please make carpool arrangements for these situations 

before students come to school.  

 

The administration of Park Christian School reserves the right to make final decisi ons regarding bus riding 

privileges and conduct while riding on the bus.  Students will not be given permission to ride on a route that 

is not the route that they are assigned to.  

 

Bus Rules 
To ensure the safety of our students, the Park Christian School B oard has set bus behavior guidelines.  It is 

strongly recommended that these rules be reviewed.  As in society, ignorance of these rules is no excuse for 

non -enforcement.  Students violating these rules may forfeit their bus riding privileges.  The guideli nes are as 

follows:  

1. As students wait for the bus, they stay back from the roadõs edge so they wonõt accidentally slip 

and fall onto the roadway or distract passing motorists. They need to stand quietly. Students may not 

trespass on nearby property.  

2. Student s should stay back and wait for the bus to come to a complete stop.  They should then 

board the bus without delay, holding the handrail as they go up the steps.  Students should take a 

seat quietly and stay seated until the bus comes to a complete stop and  they are discharged.  

3. Students should follow the instructions of their driver promptly and willingly.  

4. Students, remember, good conduct is the first rule of safety.  There is nothing wrong with quiet 

conversation, but loud talking and any kind of active pla y is not acceptable . 

5. Older riders should assume leadership roles by helping younger students evacuate the bus in an 

emergency.  They should be good examples at all times.   

6. As in school, name -calling and putting other students down will not be permitted.  

7. Students should never put their head, elbows, arms, or anything else out the window.  

8. Students should treat the bus and seats with care and respect as you would furniture in their own 

house.  

9. Students need to help keep the bus clean! They should not leave any thing on the seats or floor of 

the bus.  

10. Students should get off the bus quickly and quietly without crowding, shoving, or pushing.  

11. Firecrackers, knives, weapon, or items that pose a threat to the safety of those riding the bus will be 

confiscated.  Possess ion of these items will result in student discipline.  

 

Forbidden Acts While Riding the Bus  
1. Throwing any item inside the bus or any item outside the bus window.  

2. Standing while the bus is in motion.  

3. Riding without permission on any bus on which the individua l is not normally scheduled.  
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4. Vandalizing the bus or its equipment.  

5. Other acts of disrespect, disobedience or belligerence, which may create a hazard to the safe 

transportation of students.  

6. Failing to take a designated seat when specifically directed by the  driver.  

7. Using profane, foul, and /or vulgar language.  

 

Prior to Loading Instructions  
1. Be on time at the designated school bus stops to help keep the bus on time.  

2. Walk on the left side of the road, facing traffic, whenever possible and practical.  

3. Use care w hen approaching bus stops; be on the alert for traffic.  

4. Stay off the road at all times while waiting for the bus.  

5. Wait quietly at the bus stop; do not engage in pushing or roughhousing.  

 

Boarding Instructions  
1. Form a single line.  Donõt crowd or push. 

2. Take steps one at a time.  

3. Go directly to a seat.  

 

On the Bus  
1. Keep hands, arms, and head inside the bus at all times.  

2. Keep feet off seats.  

3. Speak quietly; loud talking, boisterous laughter, or unnecessary confusion diverts the driverõs 

attention.  

4. Do not tamper wi th bus equipment.  

5. Obey the bus driverõs directions promptly. 

6. Using profanity, indecent language, or making indecent gestures will not be permitted.  

7. Keep books, coats, or other objects on laps or under seats.  Never put anything in the aisle.  

8. Do not bring m aterials aboard the bus that are of a dangerous, hazardous, or objectionable nature, 

such as guns, gas cans, or animal.  

9. Never throw objects around the bus or out the windows.  

10. Remain seated while the bus is in motion.  

11. Never roughhouse or fight on or near th e bus.  

12. Never light matches or use tobacco in any form on the bus.  

13. In case of emergency, remain in the bus unless the driver informs passengers to evacuate the bus.  

 

Leaving the Bus  
1. Never push and shove.  

2. Use handrail and take steps one at a time.  

3. Use emerge ncy door only for emergencies.  

4. When necessary to cross the road, cross at least 10 feet in front of the bus, but only after looking to 

be certain that traffic is not approaching from either direction.  

5. Get off the bus only  at the designated stop unless prop er authorization is obtained from the parent 

or school official.  

 

Bus Disciplinary Procedures  
The school bus driver shall attempt to identify the offender and will then promptly notify the bus coordinator 

and the administrator in writing on forms provided to each driver as to the type of behavior problem being 

experienced.  

 

In every reported incident (reported in writing) the bus coordinator or the administrator shall promptly 

discuss the matter with the student and investigate as is necessary to determine if and what disciplinary 

action is warranted.  The administrator or bus coordinator will then, on the same report form, notify the bus 

driver as to the action taken and will proceed with the prescribed action.   

 

Bus disciplinary action is as follows:  
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¶ First Offense:   The student will receive a verbal warning from the bus driver.  If the first offense is 

deemed to be of a very serious nature, disciplinary action could be the same as for the second or 

third offense.  

¶ Second Offense:   The student will receive a  bus conduct referral form from the bus driver.  Detention 

will be assigned to the student and the bus conduct referral form will have to be signed by a parent 

and returned to the school the following day.  (It is hoped that the parents will make a strong effort 

to assist in preventing any further behavioral problems.)  

¶ Third Offense:   The student will receive a bus conduct referral form from the bus driver.  The student 

will also lose riding privileges for one week.  The bus conduct referral form will have to be signed by a 

parent and returned to the school the following day.  

¶ Fourth Offense and/or continued offense:  The student will receive a bus conduct referral form from 

the bus driver.  The student will also lose riding privileges for 2 -3 weeks with a re ferral being made to 

the Board for permanent withdrawal from bus riding privileges.  
 

**As a reminder ñTransportation safety is always the number one concern.  Therefore, disciplinary action, 

when necessary, may range from reprimand to warning to removal of student from riding the bus, 

depending upon the severity of the violation.

Partial day absences will be dealt with on 

an individual basis.  

 

Any participant who receive s an in-school suspension, out -of -school suspension or expulsion shall be 

ineligible for participation, including practices, during the period of suspension or expulsion.  Participants 

shall be eligible to participate when they are readmitted to school.

Athletic Philosophy  
Statement of Purpose:  

1 Corinthians 3:17 says, òAnd whatsoever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of our Lord Jesus, 

giving thanks through Him to God the Father.ó 

 

At Park Christian School our goal for each student is that they would be an example for the Lord Jesus 

Christ.  As Christõs representatives, we want to do and say things that honor God.  This includes not only the 

important academic program at Park Christian School, but also the athletic activities in which our students 

participate.  Our goals for student athletes are given below.  

 

We want to:  

1. Promote partici pation  in athletics to enhance a studentõs self concept as well as his/her skill 

development.  Each athlete should be able to walk away from the sport they have played in with 

skills that can be used for a lifetime of fun, fitness, and good health.  

2. Promote  skill development  as an important part of an athleteõs growing process in the sports 

program.  An athleteõs sports skills are improved by (a) practicing fundamental skills at home and at 

practice sessions, (b) taking part in daily practice sessions where game type drills, scrimmages, and 

plays are implemented, (c) playing in game competition, scrimmages, and practices, and (d) 

attending sports camps, clinics, or seminars.  

3. Build character qualities  that glorify God.  Honesty, dependability, humility, encour agement, and 

graciousness are some of these qualities.  Students will learn through participation in sports at Park 

Christian School that good values and morals honor God.  Character development is a primary 

focus of our sports program.  The coachõs and athleteõs character should honor God in each 

sporting event.  It is the responsibility of the coach to demonstrate, facilitate, and encourage Godly 

character in the athletes, fans, and assistant coaches.  

4. Teach unity among athletic participants as the Bible sp eaks of (unity of the body) in 1 Corinthians 

12:12-27.  This passage speaks of members of the body encouraging each other, suffering with each 

other, and being honored together.  Through athletic participation team members learn these 

things.  

5. Present an at hletic program that is shaped by God  and not by societyõs values and ideas.  This 

program should be a complement to the school, church, and families of our athletes.  Our program 

will make its best effort to schedule games, practices, or events so that the y will not take participants 

away from home or other commitments too often.  

 

Competition and Participation  
Playing guidelines for each level are listed below.  These guidelines are a combination of F -M parochial 

league rules, city league rules, MSHSL rules , gentlemenõs agreements set up by coaches, and philosophical 

ideals set up by the athletic department at Park Christian School.

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The following are general guidelines for coaches to follow.  These guidelines may vary depending upon the 

number of athletes  participating and the skill level of the athletes.  If a coach feels a player may be injured 

or humiliated as a result of his/her play, participation may be suspended for that game.  

¶ Elementary Sports:  The goals of this program are to allow participants e qual participation if possible 

with an emphasis on skill development, sportsmanship, and learning the rules of the game.  Playing 

guidelines do not carry over to tournament play unless otherwise stated.  

¶ Jr. High Sports:   The goals of this program are to bu ild a higher level of competition than at the 

elementary grades which allows all participants some playing time while still developing skills, 

sportsmanship, and learning the rules of the game.  

¶ Sr. High Sports:  The goals of this program are to build a hig her level of competition with participation 

being based on (a) the coachõs decision, (b) team goals for each contest, (c) skill level and 

practice level of each athlete, (d) PCS athletic rules and academic eligibility policy.  

 

Coaches may suspend athletes who miss practice sessions, are ineligible due to academic probation, do 

not follow our statement of purpose, or conduct outside the PCS code of conduct.  

 

Competition  
òIf you have raced with men on foot and they have worn you out, how can you compete with horses?  If 

you stumble in safe country, how will you manage in the thickets by the Jordan?ó   Jeremiah. 12:5 (NIV) 

 

Competition and adversity are important teachers of young athletes.  It teaches cooperation as 

teammates strive to attain a goal.  It teach es sportsmanship, fair play, and respect for authority.  It also 

teaches about winning and losing and humility and graciousness.  

 

When athletes at Park Christian School compete, we put them in an environment where their abilities may 

be stretched and teste d.  We want their participation to be a positive experience ñsomething that is fun, 

challenging, and motivating.  

 

Most students will compete at their own level or division.  Elementary students usually compete at their own 

grade level (i.e. 5 th vs. 5th).  At the Jr./Sr. high levels, the Park Christian School Athletic Director will determine 

if student tryouts will be used for team placement.  Jr./Sr. high students may be divided by grade or by 

division (i.e. 7 th grade, varsity, junior varsity, A or B team).   Some younger athletes with advanced skills may 

be given the opportunity to play at an upper age level or division team.  The purpose for letting these 

athletes compete on upper division teams is to:  

1. fill a teamõs roster or improve a teamõs play by their participation on the team, and /or  

2. develop their skills and enhance their self -concept at a level where they may be  

successful  

 

Our coaches attempt to balance the needs of every individual team member with the needs of the team 

and its goals.  This involve s the play of younger athletes, older athletes, and athletes who compete at their 

own level.  

 

Ninth -twelfth grade (9 th-12th) teams may be divided by skill or competition levels at times throughout the 

season.  Teams listed as òAó level or òvarsityó level are geared for a higher level of competition and skill.  

 

Tryouts for òAó or òvarsityó level teams may be held by the coach to determine the rosters of these higher-

level teams.  The coach reserves the right to set the roster of these teams based on these tr youts or by 

performances of these athletes in practices or games for that athletic season.  

 

Athletes in grades 7 -12 are eligible for these tryouts for their particular sport.  There will be no cutting of 

athletes unless a teamõs roster is already complete.
